YOU ARE INVITED to submit proposals for workshop presentations at the 2005 NABCJ Annual Conference. Here is an opportunity for you to share your skills, your insight, your ideas, your programs, your methods, your perspectives, your experience, your present or past job situation - what works and what doesn’t and best practices - to benefit corrections, criminal justice programs and court services professionals in Ohio. It is by sharing with others that we all learn together. Please consider your gifts, your expertise and your experience, review this Call for Workshop Presentations folder, and decide if it would be possible for you to attend the conference as a presenter.

MATERIAL SHOULD BE RELEVANT to one or more segments of the criminals justice, corrections and court services fields, realizing that attendees come from various positions and disciplines in corrections and court services throughout the state of Ohio. All presentations should involve participants in a continuing education experience. (Note training tracks on page 2.) Members and non-members of NABCJ are invited to submit presentation proposals. Over 300 attendees are expected.

Submission Guidelines and Information

NABCJ WORKSHOPS are generally 1 ½ hours in length. If your presentation would be longer, indicate multiples of this time periods. NABCJ grants social work continuing education credits through CHOICES.

THE PROFESSIONALS SUBMITTING THE PRESENTATION PROPOSALS for the program are responsible for contacting all co-presenters and for all details including submission, communication with cabinets, presentation format and audio-visual requests. Presenters pay registration fees for the conference if attending any portion other than their own presentation. NABCJ will provide for required audio-visual equipment, handouts and other necessary expenses ONLY if agreed upon in advance.  However, Lap Tops and Power point equipment will not be provided by NABCJ.

PRIORITY IN SELECTION will be given to those presentations that involve creativity, relevance and application to a broad range of corrections and court services professionals.

ABSTRACTS MUST BE RECEIVED no later than April 4, 2005.  Notification of acceptance will be made by the end of April, 2005.

PRESENTATION PROPOSALS MUST BE TYPED AND SUBMITTED ON THIS FORM. (Duplicate this form for additional submissions.) If you are using a word processor, you may cut and paste to fit this format and the space provided. No more than two (2) presentations may be submitted by one (1) presenter. No more than four (4) presenters may be listed on each submission.

SUBMISSIONS MUST INCLUDE this completed form and a curriculum vitae or résumé for each presenter. All submissions must be signed by the submitter. Incorrect or incomplete submissions (including lack of résumé) will be returned and not considered until submitted properly.
