January 20 - February 28, 2008

• Includes Martin Luther King, Jr. Day of Service
• Begins during National Mentoring Month
• Kicks off a of Semester of Service
• Includes date of the Greensboro, North Carolina Sit-in
• Includes the birthdate of Mae Bertha Carter
• Includes the date of Mrs. Coretta Scott King’s death
• Includes birthdate of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
• Includes a portion of Black History Month
• Includes the birthdate of Mrs. Rosa L. Parks



Fourth Cycle

April 4 - May 13, 2008

Social Justice, Volunteerism, and Historical Correlations:
• Begins on the 40  Anniversary of the assassination of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.th

• Includes National Volunteer Week
• Includes National Crime Victims Rights Week
• Includes date on which Caesar Chavez died
• Includes portion of Semester of Service
• Includes National and Global Youth Service Day (April 20-22)
• Includes dates on which the Student Non-Violent Coordinating Council was founded
• Includes the first official meeting date of the Student Non-Violent Coordinating Council
• Includes the birthdate of Mrs. Coretta Scott King
